Sub: Civil Supplies – Issue of Household supply cards in Municipal Corporations / Municipalities – Issue of Household ration cards – Release of advance to the District Collectors – Issue of orders - Reg.

Government vide orders 2nd and 3rd cited issued orders for issue / exchanging of ration cards.  In the reference 3rd cited Government while issuing orders in regard to various aspects has also issued orders that the cost of the ration card to be realized from each beneficiary / card holder @ Rs.40/- per card.  The cost of the card collected from the card holders shall be remitted to the treasury under “User charge Head of Account” and Government will release the amount so credited to the Commissioner of Civil Supplies so as to reimburse the advance taken from the A.P.S.C.S.C.Ltd., for meeting the expenditure / advances given to MD, APTS, District Collectors and other agencies.  

In the para No.10 of the GO 3rd cited Government have issued orders that “MD, APSCSCL shall be requested to release advance to the MD, APTS, the District Collectors and other agencies for incurring the expenditure on the iris technology / equipment, printing and supply of required material and all the arrangements to be made at DPL including wide publicity in the State”.

In the reference 4th cited Commissioner of Civil Supplies has issued orders for releasing advance a sum not exceeding Rs.3/- per existing card each District Collector till the norms for incurring expenditure are finalized.  Further, the District Collectors were also requested to send the realistic estimate of expenditure on each item of work with of certain norms for incurring the expenditure.  The copy of the proceedings of the Commissioner of Civil Supplies 4th cited is enclosed herewith for ready reference.  In view of the proceedings issued by Commissioner of Civil Supplies the following instructions are issued for strict compliance in release of the required amounts to the District Collectors.    

1) District Managers are hereby directed to release the amount as mentioned against each district as per the number of cards mentioned against their district not exceeding (more than) Rs.3/- per existing cards in the municipalities/ Corporations. 

2) The specific amount should be released only on the sanction orders of the District Collectors for incurring expenditure only in phases depending upon the actual requirement and usage of the money within the ceiling as mentioned above.

3) The amount should be released to the District Supply Officers only so as to have single window reconciliation of accounts for reimbursement at later stage.

4) The total amount to be released by the District Managers should not in any case be more than the amount as prescribed by the Commissioner of Civil Supplies. The amount should be released on proper acknowledgement.

5)  The unspent amount out of the amount released should be remitted back to the Corporation Account to ensure that only net amount can be sought from the Government for reimbursement.

6) The District Supply Officers concerned will monitor the utilization of the amount and proper accounting of the advance so released.  The advance released should be exclusively utilized for the purpose it is released and in no circumstances for any other purposes.

7) Within the 10 days of completion of the distribution of cards the DSO shall get the expenditure approved by the District Collector and the vouchers have to be kept with him for verification or presenting to the Government, if necessary.

8) The DSO shall also furnish the total expenditure details to the CCS under copy to this office for claiming the amount advanced by the Corporation from the Government.

9) The District Managers shall furnish to Head Office the total amount released for claiming the amount from the Government.

The District Managers are hereby directed to take action accordingly and acknowledge the receipt of this circular.
