       In the ref.1st cited, the following orders were issued for payment of hamali charges for purchase of paddy under MSP operations during KMS 2011-12:

· The State Agency i.e. APSCSCL  will incur the expenditure of Rs.13.32 per quintal of paddy for filling,  weighment, unloading from balance, stitching, marking, temporary stacking and loading into trucks.

· Farmer has to incur the expenses at Rs.6.68 per quintal of paddy i.e. Rs.2.67 per 40 Kg bag for unloading and heaping.

In the ref. 2nd cited, the GOI have fixed mandi labour charges at Rs.11.17 per quintal in the provisional cost sheet of CMR for KMS 2012-13.
In view of the downward revision of mandi labour charges by the GOI at Rs.11.17 per quintal from the existing rate of Rs.13.32 per quintal, the following proposals were sent to CCS & EOS for consideration vide ref. 3rd cited. 

1. To increase the hamali charges to be paid by the farmers from Rs.6.68 to Rs.8.83 per quintal.

(OR)
2. The procuring agencies i.e. IKP / PACS / ITDA/ DCMS may meet the difference of Rs.2.15 per quintal out of their commission of 2.5% of the MSP. 

Pending receipt of orders from Government, the hamali charges payable to the procuring agencies i.e.  IKP/PACS/ITDA/DCMS/ RMG/ others by APSCSCL are restricted to Rs.11.17 instead of Rs.13.32 per quintal and the following instructions are issued for immediate implementation for KMS 2012-13:

1. The APSCSCL will pay Rs.11.17 per quintal of paddy         (i.e.Rs.4.47 per 40 Kgs bag)   towards the handling operations (filling, weighment, unloading from balance, stitching, marking, temporary stacking and loading into trucks) for procurement at its own PPCs as well as by IKPs / PACS/ DCMS/ others etc.

2. The farmers shall pay the handling charges at Rs.6.68 per quintal of paddy (i.e. Rs.2.67 per 40 Kg bag) for unloading and heaping.

3. These hamali charges are applicable for KMS 2012-13 i.e.from 01.10.2012 to 30.09.2013. if payment of hamali charges is made at Rs.13.32 per quintal during KMS 2012-13, the excess payment of Rs.2.15 per quintal may be recovered from the future payments of procuring agencies. 
4. Other guidelines in respect of hamali charges payment issued vide Circular No.104/Mktg, dt.20.04.2012 holds good.

5. All MROs / RDOs / DM-CSC/ DSO/AD-Marketing / PD-DRDA / Others may be requested to ensure proper implementation of these orders.
